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NOTICE OF PROPOSED BYLAWS CHANGES AND GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING 

At an Executive Council meeting on 10/30/05 and in later discussions, the Executive Council decided that the position of 
Test Chairman should be created and replace the position of Test Secretary on the Executive Council, that the position of 
Grounds Director should be created and added to the Executive Council, that the Junior Membership definition should be 
expanded, and that no chapter dues be required for full-time students/military personnel.  Implementing these decisions 
requires a bylaws revision.  A two-thirds majority vote of the membership voting at a duly called chapter meeting is 
needed to amend the bylaws.  A general membership meeting is called by the President of the chapter, Ed Kuhns, 
at the conclusion of the training day/seminar on 2/26/06 to consider the following question: Shall the Bylaws of the 
Shenango Chapter of NAVHDA adopted on 3/26/04 be changed as follows (revisions in italics)? 

 

ARTICLE  I I   - ACTIVE STATUS, MEMBERSHIP AND DUES  
Section 2: MEMBERSHIP  

d) Junior  Membership: Children age 17 and younger of members shall automatically be awarded membership 
as part of their parents Regular or Family Membership dues. Children age 17 and younger whose parents are 
not Regular or Family Members shall be eligible to be Junior Members with no chapter dues required.  Junior 
Members will have all the rights and privileges of the regular membership except for voting privileges. Junior 
Members must be accompanied by a senior member on club grounds at all times. 

Section 3: DUES  
The general membership will establish dues for regular and family memberships at the Annual Meeting by a simple 

majority vote of the members present.  No chapter dues will be required for any full-time students or full-time 
military personnel 

ARTICLE IV - EXECUTIVE COUNCIL OFFICERS AND DUTIES 
Section 1: EXECUTIVE COUNCIL OFFICERS AND MANAGEMENT 

b.4) Four appointed officers: the Director of Training, the Director of Publicity, the Test Chairman, and the 
Grounds Director. 
c. The Director of Training, the Director of Publicity, the Test Chairman, and the. Grounds Director are ap-
pointed by the President, with the advice and consent of the other members of the Executive Council. 

Section 2: DUTIES OF OFFICERS 
g) Test Chairman.  The Test Chairman will perform all duties pertaining to test events and follow NAVHDA 
rules and regulations pertaining to them.  The Test Chairman will recruit a Test Secretary to handle registra-
tions. 

h) Grounds Director.  The Grounds Director will be responsible for all aspects and issues related to the training 
grounds including maintenance, land acquisition, lease negotiation, and landlord relations and will be responsi-
ble for maintenance and upkeep of the chapter’s training and testing equipment.

RECIPE—BAKED PHEASANT IN GRAVY 

1/2 c. all purpose flour  1/2 c. packed brown sugar  6 pheasant or grouse breast halves 

3 Tbl. butter   1 can (10 3/4 oz.) cr. celery soup 1 to 1 1/3 c. water 

1 c. chicken broth  1 can (2.8 oz.) French-fried onions 

Mashed potatoes or hot cooked rice 

In large resealable plastic bag, combine flour and brown sugar; add pheasant pieces, one at a time, and shake to coat.  In 
large skillet over medium heat, brown pheasant on both sides in butter.  Transfer to greased 13-in. x 9-in. x 2-in. baking 
dish.  Combine soup, water and broth until blended; pour over pheasant.  Bake, uncovered, at 350 F for 40 minutes.  
Sprinkle with onions.  Bake 5-10 minutes longer or until juices run clear.  Serve with potatoes or rice & enjoy!
